Recital and presentation of awards will be held at 11:30 A.M. in Alumni Auditorium 
1. AWARD: The winner of the AWARD FOR EXCELLENCE will receive a certificate and a cash prize of $200.00.  Second Place will receive a certificate and a cash prize of $100.00.  Third Place will receive a certificate and a cash prize of $50.00.  Certificates of honorable mention will be awarded at the judges’ discretion.

2.  ELIGIBILITY: Anyone presently in the 9th-12th grade who resides in Sedgwick County or one of the contiguous counties (Reno, Butler, Sumner, Harvey, Kingman, or Cowley) is eligible to audition.  Previous first place winners will not be eligible.

3.  APPLICATION FEE:  A fee of $15.00 should be mailed with your application.  Checks may be made payable to the George B. Tack Memorial Committee.  This fee will not be refunded if the contestant fails to audition. 

4.  APPLICATION DEADLINE: Applications must be received on or before March 29, 2014.  You will notified of your performance time through your email address provided below* approximately one week prior to the competition.  Should the number of applicants exceed the amount of audition times, applications bearing the earliest postmark will have priority.


*If you are unable to receive email, your performance time will be mailed to you.

5.  AUDITION REQUIREMENTS:

a.  Length - approximately 10 minutes

b.  Repertoire - Two works from the standard flute repertoire, showing contrast in style; multiple movement work need not include all movements; one of the pieces must be accompanied.

c.  Memorization of at least one piece is required.

d.  Contestants must arrange for their own accompanist.

e.  One copy must be provided for the judges.  No unauthorized copies of copyrighted material will be accepted.
